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You have now taken Carpentry/Joinery for at least 2 years and are now ready to embark on a MAJOR project.  By MAJOR project I mean I want something MAJOR that builds off of what you have learned to this point as well as learning new skills and techniques along the way.  This MAJOR project will take the entire term so think carefully of what you want to build.  If you have some other smaller projects in mind that is fine, but they need to be done on top of this MAJOR project and will only be considered for bonus marks.

The first step with the MAJOR project is to put together a detailed proposal that will be part of a package you will be handed in with your project.  The package will include:
· The Proposal/Production Plan
· Set of Detailed Plans along with a cut list
· Daily Log
· Self Evaluation

The Proposal:

The Proposal needs to include the following items before any work can be done:
· Name of project
· Picture of proposed project
· Type of wood and how you will get this wood (from the racks, buy at a store, etc.)
· Amount and cost of wood including waste (with calculations if needed)
· Any new techniques/processes that will be learned (ex. Mortise and tenons, routing using a template, etc.) and where are they to be used.
· Word Processed

Detailed Plans:

A set of detailed plans along with a detailed cut list needs to be submitted before any work can be done.  I would suggest finding a set of plans from an external source.  If you cannot find a set of drawings, find something similar and make your modifications to those plans.  

Daily Log: (attached)

A daily log needs to be recorded.  Any work done during Wood Club or after school should be included and noted.

Self Evaluation: (attached)

When you have finished your project, you will be responsible for evaluating your project.  Any mistakes or changes that you would do next time should be noted at the bottom.

Cost of Wood:

Just like with other projects, if you do not want to pay for wood you do not have to as long as you use Alder, Pine or Douglas Fir and as long as you use under 20 board feet, any more than 20 BF or from a premium species and you will need to pay the difference. The formula for BF is 1” x 1” x 1” / 144 x 1.5=
