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The Scroll saw is a fun machine used for a variety of different projects.  Creating a puzzle will introduce and help you to understand how to use the Scroll saw.


Machines, Tools and other things you’ll need:

· Thumbnail sketches

· Working Drawing

· Blank piece of wood

· Items to colour with- pencil crayons, paints, felt pens, etc,

· Scroll saw 
· Spray on lacquer. 
Step 1- Design 

I’m looking for both the design of your puzzle and the path you will cut out for your pieces. 
The CRITERIA I want to see are:

· There must be at least 4 locking pieces 
· There are a lot of really good examples online complete with working drawings. 
Keep both of the following sheets to be handed in.
· Thumbnail Sketches- 6 different ideas - Get me to sign off your sheet before moving on

· Working Drawing- This full-size drawing should look exactly like the finished project. Get me to sign off your sheet before moving on

Step 2- Construction

There are 2 different steps, depending on what type of puzzle you are planning on creating. Before you start painting, lightly sand your wood.  

· 1. Paint your wood then/or…
· 2. Layout your design and path. – Use your drawing and tracing paper
· 3. Using the scroll saw, cut out your pieces. I am looking for flow in your lines.  I do not want to see any back outs.
· 4. Lightly sand all of your pieces and then colour them with either paint or pencil crayon or felt pen. 
· 5. Spray a few coats of water-based lacquer on both sides, lightly sanding between coats.
Now you have successfully built a lovely puzzle that can be passed down from generation to generation, providing a lifetime of fun and enjoyment.
Step 3- Hand Everything in

The following items must be handed in. Use below as a checklist.
· Thumbnail sketches

· Working drawing

· This sheet

· Your finished puzzle
